In	the	sequel,	Larry	is	determined	to	save	the	exhibits	that	are	being	transferred	into	the
Federal	Archives	at	the	Smithsonian	Institution	and	replaced	with	holographic	information	providers.	In	the	third	movie,	Larry	and	the	exhibits	travel	to	London	to	save	the	day. You	can	watch	all	three	Night	at	the	Museum	movies	on	Disney	Plus.	You	do	not	need	to	watch	Night	at	the	Museum	movies	in	order.	These	movies	are	perfectly	watchable	as	standalone
movies.	However,	if	you	watch	them	in	order	of	their	release,	you’ll	appreciate	the	relationship	between	Larry	and	the	exhibits	more.	So,	it	would	be	best	if	you	watched	them	by	their	release	date. Williams	returns	to	his	role	of	the	wax-figure	Teddy	Roosevelt,	who	comes	to	life	each	evening	to	help	museum	security	guard	Larry
